                               MEMBERSHIP LEVELS
The Constitution of the Institute of Industrial Engineers in 

Article 9.3states:

“The Board may establish various levels of Individual Members including  honorary members but the granting of such status will be at the sole discretion of the Board.”
 MEBERSHIP LEVELS
A person may be designated in the Register as being of the grade of Fellow, Member, Honorary Member, Graduate, Student, Affiliate or Company member. An enrolment or a designation in the Register shall only be made in accordance with the Regulations 

1. Qualifications of Fellow

1.1.
A two‑third (2/3) majority of Federal Council Members may resolve that a person, other than a graduate, student, affiliate or company member, be designated in the Register as a Fellow if:

1. 1. 1. 
that person has been nominated in writing for election to the grade of Fellow by a resolution of a Divisional Councillor, or three corporate members at least two weeks prior to an Annual General Meeting; and

1.1.2. 
in the opinion of the Federal Council the nominee has rendered conspicuous service to the profession of industrial engineering or is eminent in industrial engineering or an allied science, or is a distinguished person whom the Federal Council desires to honour either for having rendered conspicuous service to the Australian people or in recognition of outstanding achievement.

2. Qualifications of Members

2.1.
The Federal Council may resolve that a person be designated in the Register as a Member if that person has produced evidence to the satisfaction of the Federal Grading Sub‑committee;

2. 1. 1. THAT they

2.1.1.1.
have attained a degree or diploma or its equivalent in industrial engineering or in a field related to industrial engineering

2.1.1.2.
have had at least five (5) years experience in responsible industrial engineering after graduation

2.1.2. or THAT they

2.1.2.1.
passed the prescribed examinations as may be approved from time to time by Federal Council

2.1.2.2.

have been adequately trained as an Industrial Engineer

2.1.2.3.

have sufficient practical experience in industrial engineering

2.1.2.4.
have held a post of professional responsibility for a period of at least five (5) years

2.1.3. or THAT they

2.1.3.1.
Are a Graduate who exhibits an acceptable level of professional experience and may after a period of five (5) years as a Graduate apply for elevation to the grade of Member.

3. Qualifications of Honorary Members

3.1.
The Federal Council may resolve that a person be designated in the Register as an Honorary Member if that person:

3. 1. 1. has rendered service to The Institute or the profession of industrial engineering and meets the criteria as laid down by the Federal Council; and
3.1.2. a two‑third (2/3) majority of Federal Council Members determines that they be so registered.
4. Qualifications of Graduate

4.1.
The Federal Council may resolve that a person be designated in the Register as a Graduate provided that they

:

4.1.1.
have successfully completed a Degree, Diploma or Certificate Course approved by the Federal Council but with less than Three (3) years experience in industrial engineering (concurrently).

4.1.2.
have produced evidence to the satisfaction of the Federal Grading Sub-committee.

5. Qualifications of Students

5.1.
The Federal Council may resolve that a person be designated in the Register as a Student if that person:

5.1.1.
has produced evidence to the satisfaction of the Federal Council that at the time of application for enrolment the person is a bona fide student in a course leading to an examination qualification approved by the Federal Council as satisfying its requirements; and

5.1.2.
has satisfied the requirements of the Articles.

5.2.
No person shall remain in the grade of Student for more than five years from the time of designation to that grade nor shall a person remain in that grade if, in the opinion of the Federal Council, the person ceases to be a bona fide student undertaking a course leading to an examination qualification approved by the Federal Council as satisfying its requirements.

6. Qualifications of Affiliate

6.1.
The Federal Council may resolve that a person be designated in the Register as an Affiliate if that person has been or is engaged in a profession or occupation in which the knowledge and principles of industrial engineering are required, or they are closely allied in a profession which encompasses the principles of Industrial Engineering.

7. Qualifications of Company Member

7.1.
The Federal Council may resolve that a person be designated in the Register as a Company. A company or a body corporate may be elected a Company Member by the Federal Council in any case where in the opinion of the Federal Council such election is considered suitable and appropriate provided that if a member of this class has branches in more than one Division privileges of membership are contained to the Division or Divisions where application or applications for membership are lodged and accepted by the Divisional Council.

8. Separate Membership

8.1 The name of any Ordinary Member who in the opinion of the Board, on advice from the relevant Divisional Council is no longer directly or indirectly engaged in work relating to Industrial Engineering may be entered in the Register on the Separate Membership List according to their status in the Institute.

8.2. For entry on the Separate Membership List every applicant shall:

8.2.1
Apply in writing in the prescribed form;

8.2.2
State the nature of his profession, business or occupation;

8.2.3.
Satisfy the Federal Council in such manner as it shall require that they are not directly or indirectly engaged in work relating to Industrial Engineering; and

8.2.4.
Comply with such other conditions and possess such other qualifications as the Federal Council may prescribe either generally or in any particular case.
8.3.
If the Federal Council approves such applications, the name of the applicant shall be entered and remain on the Separate Membership List in the Register of Ordinary Members so long as they are not engaged in work relating to Industrial Engineering. Upon such member becoming so engaged his name shall be restored to the Active Membership List in the Register of Ordinary Members according to his status in The Institute. No fees shall be payable in respect of any such entries. The decision of the Federal Council as to whether a person is, or is not, engaged in work relating to Industrial Engineering shall be conclusive.

9. Retired Membership

9.1.
Any Corporate member who has attained the age of sixty (60) years and/or permanent retirement (i.e. not in receipt of remuneration from the paid workforce) and who has been a Corporate Member for at least ten (10) years shall be entitled to apply in writing for a reduced annual rate of membership as determined from time to time by the Federal Council. If their request is accepted they will retain their current membership status in The Institute.

10. Proposal for Enrolment or Designation

10.1.
A proposal for enrolment as a member or for designation as Fellow, Member, Honorary Member, Graduate, Student or Affiliate shall contain such information as may be prescribed from time to time by the Federal Council and shall be accompanied by such payments as may be prescribed by the Federal Council from time to time.

11. Registration upon Enrolment or Designation

11.1.
As soon as practicable after the Grading Sub‑committee has made a resolution pursuant to Article 10.2   the Federal President:

11.1.1.
shall notify the person to whom the resolution relates, in the prescribed form; and

11.1.2.
on payment by that person of all fees and subscriptions prescribed as payable on the enrolment or designation of that person, shall enrol, enrol and designate or designate that person in the Register in accordance with the resolution.

12. Maintenance of the Register of Members

12.1 The registered Office of the Institute shall maintain the Register of Members.

12.2

Each Division shall not be required to maintain their own membership list. Upon request, the Federal Office of The Institute shall forward an updated list of members of their Division.

13. Special Provisions for Admission

13.1.
The Federal Council may cause examinations to be held for the purpose of testing, where necessary, the qualifications of candidates for enrolment or designation.

13.2.
The Federal Council may exempt from a test by examination any candidate for admission to the grade of Fellow, Member, Graduate or  Affiliate concerning whom there are circumstances in respect of specialised examination qualifications, age, engineering experience and/or professional standing which, in its opinion, warrant special consideration in the interests of The Institute. 
14. Consideration of other than Technical Qualifications, Misrepresentation, Civil and Criminal Offences

14.1.
The Federal Council, in its discretion may refuse to approve the application for enrolment or designation of any applicant or, where appropriate, cancel the membership of a member:

14.1.1.
whose character, reputation or professional conduct, at the time of application, makes enrolment or designation undesirable in the opinion of the Federal Council; or
14.1.2.
who, at the time of application, deliberately misrepresented their qualifications and experience; or
14.1.3.
who, at the time of application, had been found guilty of an indictable offence that had not been set aside on appeal.

15. Unsuccessful Applications

15.1.
Where the Federal Council rejects an application for enrolment or designation the Federal President shall notify the unsuccessful applicant in writing stating the reasons for such decision.

16 Certificate of Membership

16.1. The President shall issue a Certificate of Membership in the prescribed form to every member
         showing their status, classification and date first admitted to membership.

16.2. A Certificate of Membership is, and always remains, the property of The Institute and shall be
          returned to The Institute on demand. Every Certificate of Membership shall be issued under 
          the Seal of The Institute and shall be signed by the President and one member of the Federal 
          Council and countersigned by the Secretary or in such other manner as Federal Council shall 
          direct.

           16.3 .A person who neglects or refuses to return or deliver up any Certificate on demand may be
                   subject to legal proceedings taken by the Federal Council for recovery thereof or alternatively
                   for the agreed value thereof, being such value as is fixed by the Federal Council.

            16.4. 
Copies or replicas of any Certificate of The Institute shall not be made without Federal Council
                     approval. Every such copy or replica approved shall become and always remain the property of   

                     The Institute and the provisions of sub‑clause XXX of this article shall apply thereto.

             16.5.
If a Certificate is defaced, lost or destroyed it may be replaced by the Federal Council on
                    payment of such fee and on such terms and conditions as to evidence of defacing, loss or  

                    destruction as the Federal Council may require.
17. Corporate Member

17.1.
A Fellow, Member, Honorary Member or Graduate is a Corporate Member of The Institute.
18. Descriptions of Members

19.1.
Fellows, Members, Honorary Members, Graduates, Affiliates or Students having occasion to describe themselves as belonging to The Institute may state the grade to which they have been designated according to the following abbreviated forms:

19. Rights of Members

19.1            All members shall be entitled to the free use of the premises of The Institute and to all such        information and advice as The Institute or any of its officers may be able to supply, in their capacity as officers of the Institute.

19.2      The only Members eligible to be Directors shall be Fellow, Member, Honorary Member and 
            Graduate members. The only Members not eligible to vote or to be elected as members of a
            Divisional Council shall be Student members.
19.2.
The rights and privileges of membership of any ordinary member whose subscription is overdue for a period of six (6) months shall be automatically suspended until such time as ail arrears of subscriptions have been paid in full but subject always to the provisions of Article 11 hereof.

19.3
The rights and privileges of a member shall be personal and shall not be transferable nor transmittable by that person's actor by operation of law and all such privileges shall cease immediately upon the removal of the member's name from the Register.

20. Transfer of Membership‑Change of Abode

20.1.
Every member changing their place of abode shall notify The Institute in writing, within one (1) month of the fact and shall give such other information as may be required by the Federal Council.
